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Kalkinma Atoélyesi Kooperatifi tarafindan Agustos 2023
tarihinden itibaren Kanada Biiyiikelciligi destegi ile uy-
gulanan “Kapasite Gelistirme ve Toplum Temelli Miida-
haleler Yoluyla Mevsimlik Gezici Tarim Iscisi Ailelerinde
Cocuk Evliliklerinin Sonlandirilmasina Dogru Projesi”
kapsaminda bu alanda calisanlarin tespit, yonlendirme
ve miidahale kapasitelerini giiclendirmek amaciyla uy-
gulamaya yodnelik tespit ve miidahale odakl iki rehber
hazirlanmaktadir.

Bu rehberlerin alandaki ihtiyaca dogrudan cevap verir
nitelikte olabilmesini saglamak {izere proje kapsaminda
oncelikle mevsimlik gezici tarim iscisi aileler arasinda
cocuk yasta evliliklerin nedenleri, ailelerin ve ¢ocuk-
larin bu konudaki algi ve yaklasimlari ile bu alanda
sunulan ve sunulmasi gereken tespit, yonlendirme ve
miidahale hizmetlerine dair bir saha calismasi gercek-
lestirilmistir.

24-30 Eyliil 2023 tarihlerinde Adananin Seyhan, Karatas,
Yiiregir, Yumurtalk ilceleri ile Mersin'in Tarsus ilgesinde
gerceklestirilen saha calismasinda mevsimlik gezici tarim
iscilerinin yogun oldugu toplam 16 yerlesim yeri ziyaret
edilmis; 21i erkek, 18 kadin toplam 39 mevsimlik gezici
tarim iscisi ile derinlemesine bireysel goriismeler yapil-
mistir.

Goriisiilen erkeklerin iicli, kadinlarin ise dérdii gecici si-
ginmaci Suriyelidir. Ayrica, kadinlar ile dort, erkekler ile
iki, kadin-erkek karisik gruplar ile iki odak grup olmak
lizere, toplam sekiz odak grup goriismesi gerceklestirilmis;
odak grup goriismelerine 10'u gecici siginmaci Suriyeli,
toplam 43 kisi katilmistir.

Derinlemesine ve odak grup gériismelerine 13-17 yas gru-
bundan toplam 15 ¢ocuk katilmistir. Calisma kapsaminda
ayrica, Adanada bulunan Aile ve Sosyal Hizmetler il Mii-
diirliigii, Jandarma il Komutanhgi ve METIP il Koordina-
torliigii dahil ilgili kamu kurumu temsilcileri ile toplam
yedi goriisme yapilmis, goriismelere 15 kurum temsilcisi
katilmistir.

Saha calismasi kapsaminda gerceklestirilen goriismeler-
de, mevsimlik gezici tarim iscisi ailelerin cocuk evlilikleri-
ne dair genel yaklasimlari, cocuklari evlilie iten sebepler,
cocuk evliligi ve egitime devam arasindaki iligki ile 6nleme
ve miidahale calismalarinin yéntem ve kapsaminda dair
onerileriler tizerinde durulmustur.
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Within the scope of the Towards Ending Child Marriages
Among Seasonal Migrant Agricultural Worker Families
Through Capacity Building and Community-Based
Interventions Project implemented by the Development
Workshop Cooperative with the support of the Canadian
Embassy since August 2023, practical guides will be
prepared to strengthen identification, referral, and
intervention capacities of those working on the field.

In order to ensure that these guides directly respond
to the needs in the field, field research was conducted
firstly on the causes of child marriages among seasonal
migrant agricultural worker families, the perceptions
and approaches of families and children on this
issue, and the available identification, referral, and
intervention services.

During the field research conducted between September
24-30, 2023, in Seyhan, Karatas, Yiiregir, and Yumurtalik
districts of Adana and Tarsus district of Mersin, a total
of 16 settlements where seasonal migrant agricultural
workers are concentrated were visited; and in-depth
individual interviews were conducted with 39 seasonal
migrant agricultural workers, 21 of whom were male and
18 were female.

Three of the men and four of the women interviewed were
Syrian temporary asylum-seekers. In addition, a total
of 8 focus group interviews were conducted, including
four focus groups with women, two focus groups with
men, and two focus groups with mixed groups of men
and women; a total of 43 people, 10 of whom were Syrian
temporary asylum-seekers, participated in the focus
group interviews.

A total of 15 children aged 13-17 participated in the in-
depth and focus group interviews. Within the scope of
the study, a total of seven interviews were also conducted
with representatives of relevant public institutions
in Adana, including the Adana Provincial Directorate
of Family and Social Services, Provincial Command of
Gendarmerie, and METIP Provincial Coordination Office;
15 representatives from these institutions participated in
the interviews.

The interviews conducted as part of the field study
explored the general attitudes of seasonal migrant
agricultural worker families towards child marriage,
the reasons that push children into marriage, and the
relationship between child marriage and educational
attendance.

+ Identification and referral guide to prevent
child marriages in seasonal migrant
agricultural worker families.

+ Guide for rights-based service delivery
and community-based interventions to
prevent child marriage in seasonal migrant
agricultural worker families.
