Protecting the Present and Future of Children

Tiirkiye'de her yil yaklasik bir milyon kisinin mevsimlik tarim islerinde calisti§i tahmin ediliyor. Bu ailelerin
cocuklari, yoksulluk, toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi, egitime erisim eksikligi ve geleneksel ¢ocukluk algisi
gibi bircok etkenin kesisiminde, cocuk yasta evlilik riskiyle karsi karsiya kaliyor.Kalkinma Atélyesi, bu riskin
onlenmesi icin yerel diizeyde kanita dayali bir analiz ve mudahale araci gelistiriyor. Proje, cocuk evliliklerinin
arkasindaki cok boyutlu nedenlerin yerele 6zgu analizi ile politika yapici ve hizmet saglayicilarin hedefe odakli
¢oziimler Uretmesine katki saglamayi hedefliyor.

Itis estimated that nearly one million peaple in Tiirkiye engage in seasonal agricultural labor each year. The children of these families
face a heightened risk of child marriage, shaped by the intersection of poverty, gender inequality, limited access to education,
and traditional perceptions of childhood. To address this complex challenge, the Development Workshop Cooperative (Kalkinma
Atélyesi) is developing an evidence-based local assessment and intervention tool to help prevent child marriages. The project aims
to contribute to targeted, evidence based and locally relevant policies and interventions by uncovering the multidimensional drivers
behind child marriage among seasonal agricultural communities.

Yenilikci Bir Yaklasim

An Innovative Approach

Proje kapsaminda oncelikle mevsimlik tarim iscisi ailelerde cocuk yasta evliliklerin yerlesim / cadir alani
ozelindeki risk faktorlerini ve olasi midahale alanlarini belirlemek {izere bir degerlendirme algoritmasi
gelistirilecek. Ardindan bu ¢erceve web tabanli bir analiz aracina donustiiriilerek Adana’nin Yiiregir ve Seyhan
ilceleri ile Mersin'in Tarsus ilcesindeki U¢ gegici cadir yerlesiminde saha ¢alismalariyla test edilecek ve son hali
verildikten sonra kamu kurumlari, sivil toplum kuruluslari ve yerel yonetimlerin erigsimine agilacak.

Within the scope of the project, an assessment algorithm will be developed to identify risk factors and potential areas of intervention
to combat child marriages among seasonal agricultural worker families, tailored to the specific context of tent settlements and
temporary living areas. This framework will then be transformed into a web-based analysis tool and piloted through field studies to
be conducted in three temporary tent settlements located in Yiiregir and Seyhan districts of Adana and the Tarsus district of Mersin.
Once finaized, the tool will be made publicly accessible to government institutions, civil society organizations, and local authorities,
enabling the design of evidence-based and context-sensitive interventions.

From Knowledge to Action

Pilot calismasini takiben, Adana ve Mersin'de iki ytiz yiize, ulusal 6lcekte bir cevrimici atélye diizenlenecek.
Kamu kurumlari, yerel yonetimler, STK'lar ve insani yardim calisanlarinin katilacagi bu oturumlar, proje
ciktilarinin politika ve uygulamalara nasil entegre edilecegini tartismak igin ortak bir zemin olusturacak. Proje
stiresince ayrica Ug¢ bilgilendirme biilteni yayimlanacak ve sosyal medya paylagimlariyla projenin ilerleyisi
yaygin bir sekilde paylasilacak.

Following the pilot phase, two workshops will be organized in Adana and Mersin, along with a national online workshop. These
sessions will bring together public institutions, local administrations, civil society organizations, and humanitarian actors to create
a shared platform for dialogue on how the project’s findings can be integrated into policies and practical interventions. Throughout
the project period, three information bulletins will be published, and the project’s progress will be widely shared through social
media, ensuring broad outreach and engagement.

Proje sonunda gelistirilecek web tabanli ara¢, mevsimlik tarim iscisi ailelerle ¢alisan tlim kurumlarin
kullanimina acik olacak. Bu sayede yerel diizeyde gelistirilen mudahaleler, cocuklarin haklarinin korunmasi,
kiz cocuklarinin giiglenmesi ve ¢ocuk evliliklerinin 6nlenmesi yoniinde kalici bir etki yaratacak.

The web-based tool developed through the project will be made publicly accessible to all institutions working with seasonal
agricultural worker families. This will enable locally tailored interventions that foster the protection of children’s rights, promote
the empowerment of girls, and contribute to the prevention of child marriage, creating a lasting and transformative impact at the
community level.
